Roberts Creek Park and Marion County Park (Campgrounds)

How do | hold a campsite without a reservation?

The site must be paid for, the registration card must be filled out, and the site must be occupied by a camping
unit, boat trailer or vehicle.

How do | make a camping reservation?

You must contact the appropriate Park by mail, phone call, or in person. All camping reservations must be for a
minimum of two nights.

How far in advance can | make a camping reservation?

Reservations can be made by mail starting December 3rd, by phone or in person December 17th for the
following camping season. (Example: December 2007 for the 2008 camping season).

How close to my arrival date can | make a camping reservation?
Reservations should be made at least 14 days prior to your arrival date.
Is there a fee for making a camping reservation?

Yes, $3.00 per camping site.

How do | cancel my camping reservation and do | get a refund?

Requests for refunds must be received at least 7 days prior to your arrival date by phone or mail. The two night
minimum and the administrative fee are non-refundable.

How do | check for available campsites?
Contact the appropriate Park.
What services are available in the campground?

30 amp and 20 amp electric service, shower facility, modern restrooms, sanitary dumping station, water
hydrants (no continuous hookups), and fire rings.

Do you sell firewood at the campgrounds?

Do you allow chainsaws to be used in the campgrounds?

Yes, dead wood on the ground with hand or bow saws only.
